1) Resolution Demanding Congressional Authorization for Military Action in Iran 
• Submitted by Sally Soriano, PCO
For this resolution, I used the framework written by the Lewis County Democrats for their resolution on Venezuela. 
The final “be it resolved” reads: “the 32nd District Democratic Organization opposes unauthorized military action in Iran and calls upon Congress to exercise its constitutional authority over matters of war and peace.”
I think Rep. Jayapal’s statement about the vote in Congress summarizes the importance of this resolution. She states: “It’s simple: Trump’s war is illegal, unconstitutional, and reckless. We MUST vote on a War Powers Resolution immediately and rein in his abuse of power.”
